Sir,

This has reference to your application No. nil dated 10.01.2007 and
subsequent letters dated 11.09.2007, 26.09.2007 and 26.11.2007 seeking prior
environmental clearance for the above project under the EIA Notification, 1994.
The proposal has been appraised as per prescribed procedure in the light of
provisions under the EIA Notification, 2006 on the basis of the mandatory
documents enclosed with the application viz., the Questionnaire, EIA, EMP and
the additional clarifications furnished in response to the observations of the
expert Committee constituted by the competent authority in its meetings held on
29" -30™ October, 2007 and 7" — 8" December, 2007 and awarded “Silver’
grading to the project.

2. It is, interalia, noted that the project involves the additional construction of
a 5 Star Hotel on a plot area of 1, 18,944 Sg.m. (part of the area of the plot falls
under CRZ-Il. The effective site area for the project is 38,557.54 sq.m. The total
built up area proposed is 56,794.904 (FAR area is 33,953.28 Sq.m. + Basement
19.168.57 sg.m. and Service area 3,673.05 sg.m.) with 300 guest rooms (7
blocks). The total water requirement proposed is 450 MLD. The capacity of STP
proposed is 180 KLD. Total solid waste generation will be 300 Kg./day. The
power requirement proposed is 2524 KVA. The total parking spaces proposed
are for 692 cars (Basements 403, Stilt 135 and open 154) + 4 buses. The total
cost of the projectis Rs. 175.00 crores.

3 The Expert Committee after due considerations of the relevant documents
submitted by the project proponent and additional clarifications furnished in
response to its observations have accorded environmental clearance as per the
provisions of Environmental Impact Assessment Notification — 1994 and its
subsequent amendments, subject to strict cornpliance of the terms and conditions
as follows:

Construction Phase

“Consent for Establishment” shall be obtained from Goa Pollution Control
Board and a copy shall be submitted to the Ministry before start of any
construction work at the site.

All required sanitary and hygienic measures should be in place before
starting construction activities and to be maintained throughout the
construction phase.

A First Aid Room will be provided in the project both during constructlon
and operation of the project.

Adequate drinking water and sanitary facilities should be provided for
construction workers at the site. The safe disposal of wastewater and solid
wastes generated during the construction phase should be ensured.

Provision should be made for the supply of fuel (kerosene or cooking gas);
utensils such as pressure cookers etc. to the labourers during construction
phase.

All the labourers to be engaged for construction should be screened for
health and adequately treated before engaging them to work at the site.

For disinfection of waste water, use ultra violet radiation, not chlorination

All the topsoil excavated during construction activities should be stored for
use in herticulture/landscape development within the project site.

~ Disposal of muck during construction phase should not create any adverse

effect on the neighbouring communities and be disposed taking the
necessary precautions for general safety and health aspects of people,
only in approved sites with the approval of competent authority.

Soil and ground water samples will be tested to ascertain that there is no
threat to ground water quality by leaching of heavy metals and other toxic
contaminants.

Construction spoils, including bituminous material and other hazardous
materials, must not be allowed to contaminate watercourses and the dump
sites for such material must be secured so that they should not leach into
the ground water.

The diesel generator sets to be used during construction phase should be
low sulphur diesel type and should conform to E(P) Rules prescribed for
air and noise emission standards.

The old AC sheets shall be painted with due care before reuse.

Authorized hazardous waste handling facility shall be identified and
requisite approvals shall be obtained for making use of them.
